Summer is upon us after 

one of the most severe 

winters on record. I hope 

our summer is great. 

Along with summer 

comes the Hurricane 

Season. 

Be sure to plan ahead for a major storm and make 

preparations. Preparation is the only thing we can control 

with Mother Nature. Preparing will minimize a possible 

storm's impact, such as making sure your trees are-

trimmed. It is important to hire a licensed and insured 

contractor for your protection. Landscape material 

generated by a contractor must be removed from the 

property and not left curbside, which is only for owner 

generated yard debris. 

Another reminder is to have your sprinkler system 

inspected and tested for proper operation and coverage. 

The "District" allow homeowners to water only two (2) 

days a week. Irrigation water is turned off by the District 

on Friday morning and is turned back on Monday 

morning. Sometimes the District limits watering to one 

(1) day a week depending on conditions; making it 

imperative to maximize your coverage for your allotted 

time. Watering times should be listed on your irrigation 

clock, if not you may contact the District at 772-340-

0220. 

Please check your landscape beds and replace any 

missing plants or winter kill. It is also time to check your 

property for housekeeping items including roof cleaning, 

house cleaning (power wash or paint), and driveway 

cleaning. Inspections will be forthcoming so please help 

by taking care of these items prior to receiving a letter.

Irrigation is only to supplement the rain fall.  Certain 

homes are extremely over irrigated & it seems to be 

feast of famine with the rain fall. Both of these 

conditions, too wet or too dry, promote excessive 

weed growth in the turf. With your help in 

monitoring your irrigation systems, adjusting your 

timers and making sure your systems are working 

properly, we can work together to keep the turf in 

much better shape.  Your lawn can only consume, 

during photosynthesis, about an inch of water every 

7 days under normal growing conditions. Any more 

saturation than that promotes weed growth and 

insect infestation. 

  

We seem to be going through a dry spell.  At this 

time the St Lucie West Services District allows 

homeowners to water only two (2) days a week., 20 

minutes per zone.  If you have any questions or 

concerns, please feel free to contact us through use 

of the  work order system located at your club house.

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Spring Renewal   
After the harsh winter Florida 
has experienced, the 
Landscape Committee is in 
the process of viewing and 
evaluating the islands on cul 
de sac streets. Three islands 
have received new plantings 
thus far: Treasure Cove, St. 
Andrews and Marsh Harbor. 
More will receive attention as 
soon as we are able.  
The most significant project of 
the year will be to remove a 
dangerous situation we are 

faced with before hurricane season is upon us. 
Washingtonian palm trees are quite lovely when 
young but become a hazard as they grow too tall 
for proper maintenance. Most of the trees in the 
median of the main entrance off St. Lucie West 
Blvd. and in front of the Clubhouse have 
reached heights which prevent access for 
pruning, resulting in large chunks of debris to fall 
in higher winds. The slender trunks that bend 
and twist more and more as they grow are quite 
weak and don't need the high winds of a 
hurricane to break and topple the crown on cars 
or people passing underneath. A significant 
problem resulting in liability exposure for Lake 
Charles is, as the highest "structure" in the 
community; they act as lightening rods. The 
Committee reluctantly made a decision to 
recommend to the Board their removal while 
acknowledging their beauty.  
Charged with the difficult task of locating a 
suitable replacement for the palms, we have 
located a tree that will reflect the maturing 
stature of our lovely community. It was our intent 
to locate palm trees similar to the spectacular 
Canary Island Date palms that are at the 
entrance across from the fountains. Those trees 
are prohibitively expensive and very delicate, 
making it inadvisable to add more. The 
Sylvestris bears a similar overall appearance to 
the Canary Island as they are both Date palms 

but have the added benefit of showing a silvery 
color to the fronds to carry the color scheme of 
the Bismarkia through to the Circle. To provide 
you with the opportunity to see first hand the 
beautiful trees that will be placed in the median, 

please refer to the 
photograph included 
here. 
 I t  shows the 
clubhouse with one 
of the Silver Select 
Sylvestris, a date 
palm bred to have a 
larger canopy than 
other Sylvestris 

which is disease and pest resistant, drought 
tolerant and wind resistant. Once the 
Washingtonians and the small bed with the 
Sabal palm are removed you will be able to 
appreciate the majesty of these palms  
When the Washingtonians are removed, for your 
safety exiting traffic will be diverted to the 
Heatherwood gate. It should be noted that the 
opportunity to tackle this project has been made 
possible due to the drastically reduced pricing on 
the Sylvestris, with growers offering deep 
discounts to battle economically driven loss of 
demand. However, the Committee and your 
Board Members continue to monitor the budget 
very closely.  
We are all very excited at the prospect of 
improving the safety of our community while 
losing none of its beauty.
