Homeowners must not make any changes to the outside of their house or property without 
first going through the Modifications Committee. Unauthorized changes will have to be  
removed at the homeownerôs expense. 
 
Landscaping  
A picturesque community maximizes property values, and enhances the living experience 
for all residents.  
Lake Charles is dedicated to having all landscapes in the community meet or exceeds the 
standards described in the CDC-LUS (see your 'blue book' article xi). 
All landscaping work on your property requires approval from the modifications committee.  
The required forms and relevant standards are available at the clubhouse office or the 
Lake Charles website. 
Letters are continually being sent out and to inform homeowners of what is needed to be 
done to bring their property back to the community standards.  On that note, if you are  
undertaking a landscaping project you will be responsible for bringing your property up to 
community standards at that time. 
The modifications committee meets in the clubhouse on Wednesdays at 9:30am. Sufficient 
time must be given for the Committee to approve your project before any work begins. 
Please direct any questions you may have regarding your landscape project, or any  
modification to your home or property to this committee. 
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Property Managerôs Column 
 
Our summer has been very hot, Iôm sure we are all looking forward to the fall 

season. Along with the normal activities this summer, we have just completed the 

tree trimming on the common grounds. To keep the cost within the budget, you 

may notice that we selected only the trees that needed trimming the most. 

 

Road Resurfacing: Looking ahead, we are in the final planning stages of having 

the roads resurfaced. When this occurs in September, the streets being treated will 

be closed at approximately 8am and will not be reopened until after 12 noon the 

following day. During this time, homeowners will be allowed to park at the 

clubhouse lots and on the grass along neighboring streets. This process is estimated to take 10 good weather 

days; in the event of bad weather, the street(s) scheduled for that day will be moved to the bottom of the list. 

The schedule will be posted on the website and in the Clubhouse window and is as follows: 

 

Day 1 Treasure Cove, Andros Cove, Tilbo Cove, Andros Circle (corner of Great Exuma to end) 

Day 2 Horseshoe Bay (south side), Harbour Isles (south side), St. Andrewôs Cove, Lake Charles Circle (east 

side from south of New Castle Cove to east of Munjack Circle) 

Day 3 Munjack Circle (from Lake Charles to Munjack Cove), St. Kitts Cove, St. Georgeôs Bay, St. Martinôs 

Cove, Spring Hill Point, Barbuda Bay, Beach Club Drive (west of clubhouse) 

Day 4 Horseshoe Bay (west and north sides), Munjack Circle (from 910 to approximately 860/861), St. 

Thomas Cove, Lake Charles Circle (west side from south of New Castle Cove to east of Munjack 

Circle) 

Day 5 Harbour Isles (north and east sides), Munjack Circle (from Munjack Cove to the southwest corner), 

Andros Circle (west side Lake Charles to Great Exuma), St. Croix Cove (west side from Lake Charles 

to St. Andrewôs Cove), Lake Charles Circle (west side from West Beach Club to east entrance to 

Munjcak Circle) 

Day 6 Heatherwood, Great Exuma Cove, St. Vincent Cove, St. Croix Cove (from St. Andrews to end) 

Day 7 New Castle Cove, St. Johnôs Bay, San Salvador Cove, Lake Charles Circle (east side from West Beach 

Club to east entrance to Munjack Circle) 

Day 8 Lake Charles Blvd (from St. Lucie West Blvd to Lake Charles Circle), Lake Charles Circle (from Lake 

Charles Blvd to West Beach Club Drive), Munjack Cove, Munjack Circle (from approximately 

860/861 to the southwest corner 800) 

Day 9 Aruba Bay, Romora Bay, Andros Circle (east side from Lake Charles to Great Exuma), St. Croix Cove 

(east side from Lake Charles to St. Andrewôs Cove) 

Day 10  Lake Charles Blvd (from St. Lucie West Blvd to Lake Charles Circle), Lake Charles Circle (from 

Lake Charles Blvd to East Beach Club Drive), Marsh Harbour Bay 

 

Landscaping: The additional landscaping along the Cross-town Parkway berm is moving forward which will 

help to fill in that area and limit noise from the road. We are also looking to get all our homes back into 

compliance with our documents and the St. Lucie West Development requirements of 3 trees in the front of 

each house. Some homeownerôs have already received notices requiring them to install additional trees, 

however we hope that homeownerôs with less than three trees will take the initiative and submit applications 

to the Architectural Committee with their plans to meet this requirement. Applications and information on 

approved/recommended trees is available in the Clubhouse office.

Where are the BUYERS in a Buyerôs Market? 

The tightening of credit by lenders across the country continues to keep more buyers from securing a 

mortgage. Nearly a quarter of people who apply for a mortgage are rejected, according to the latest data 

from the Federal Reserve. ñGood borrowers with one or two blemishes on their credit are being denied 

credit,ò says Lawrence Yun, the chief economist for the National Association of RealtorsÈ. ñAs a result, 

youôre seeing a depressed level of traditional buyers.ò 

 

ñWe feel it really reduces the demand for houses,ò says Mike DôAlonzo, president of the National Asso-

ciation of Mortgage Brokers. ñItôs an unbelievable buyerôs market, but there hasnôt been as much activity 

as you would expect because not as many people qualify for loans.ò 

 

Anthony Sanders, director of Real Estate Entrepreneurship at George Mason University, estimates that 

the tighter credit standards has caused as many as 30 percent of would-be buyers ï or even more ï to sit 

on the sidelines.

With affordability at an all-time high, the number of investors and international buyers taking advantage 

of bargains has reached a record number in all-cash purchases ï and some experts predict that number 

will only grow higher. 

 

A record 33 percent of existing-home sales were made to cash buyers in February, the National Associa-

tion of Realtors® (NAR) recently reported. The proportion of cash deals could hit 40 percent by the end 

of this year, predicts Thomas Popik, research director for Campbell Communications in Washington, 

which conducts monthly surveys of 3,000 real estate brokers. 

 

But itôs not just investors moving in: Many of these cash deals are also coming from a growing number 

of international buyers. About 55 percent of international buyers paid cash for their U.S. homes, accord-

ing to an April 2010 report by NAR.

Through May, costs and expenses are running well within budgeted amounts. 

Delinquent property owner accounts continue to be the point of major concern. 

 

The Analysis schedule at May 31 compared to March 31, 2011 indicates the following 

(all amounts exclude amounts due from the Harbour Isles Roof Special Assessment): 

Å Total accounts with past due balances increased from 98 to 109 with amount 

increasing from $418,113 to $433,961 

Accounts with balances more than 60 days past due increased from 98 to 103 with the amount increas-

ing from $410,339 to $430,500 

 

An analysis of past due property owner accounts is attached. 

 

While the Association remains in a tenable position, a significant further deterioration could lead to either 

increased 2012 assessments, a special 2001 assessment or both.

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KNOW THE RULES ON TRASH DAY!   
I drive around Lake Charles and cannot believe what people put out in the trash and recycling.  Our landfills 

are full of items, which should have been recycled; do you want another landfill built??  I do not, so I felt resi-
dents need to know how to recycle and what to put out in the garage. In addition, I have included Lake Charles  
regulations. So here are the answers to your questions: 
 
Waste Pro  is happy to supply any resident with free blue and green recycling bins. To receive yours, simply 
call Waste Pro at (772) 595-9390, and the bins will be delivered right to your door. While supplies last, Waste 
Pro will also provide a handy refrigerator magnet  with the bins, containing all the information you need to 
make recycling easy. 
 
RECYCLE DAY IS ONLY ON WEDNESDAY ~ Containers may be placed at your curb. 
 

BLUE BINS:  
Glass of all kinds, aluminum cans, steel cans, aerosol cans, drink boxes, milk & juice cartons (paper or plastic), 
aluminum pie plates, aluminum rigid plastic, contains and jars. You must empty and rinse containers, pie plates 
and aluminum foil; otherwise, these items will become breeding grounds for bacteria and cannot be recycled 
after pick-up.  Which means an entire load of recycling will be transferred to the landfill. 

Hazardous waste cannot be disposed of by either recycling or regular trash. 

Do NOT place plastic foam such as Styrofoam in bins, they are neither recyclable nor can be included in 

regular trash. 
 

GREEN BINS:  
Newspapers and inserts, phone books, magazines, catalogs, paperboard boxes (cereal, cookie boxes, tissue 
boxes, etc.), brown paper grocery bag (good to keep to place landscape trimming in).  Trickier are Cardboard 
boxes they must be flattened and cut to fit into bin or stacked besides recycling bin after being cut down to 
small bundle. 
 
Preparing your recyclables  
Before placing recyclables in bins: 
Empty and rinse containers, pie plates and aluminum foil; otherwise, these items will become breeding grounds 
for bacteria and cannot be recycled after pick-up.  Remove and discard caps and straws (these are not recycla-
ble)  
 
SEE BELOW FOR PROPER DISPOSAL. No plastic bags or bulbs. 
 
Curbside tips  
In stormy weather stack papers on the bottom of the bins. Place bins at the curbside no further than 6 feet from 
street.  Only use recycling bins for recyclables. All items must be in the bin to be collected; items not in the bin 
will not be collected.  
 
The following is a list of common household hazardous waste which cannot be recycled:  
Items containing mercury, oil-based paints, thinners, pesticides, pool chemicals, propane tanks, smoke detec-
tors, X-rays, liquid or dry adhesives, auto fluids, lead acid batteries, degreasers, electronics (including com-
puters & monitors), fertilizers, fungicides, gasoline, household chemicals. 
THIS DOES NOT APPLY TO THE CLEANED PLASTIC, GLASS OR METAL CONTAINERS THEY CAME IN.  

 
The following items may be disposed of at Loweôs: 

Lead acid batteries or rechargeable, florescent light bulbs, curly light bulbs (energy efficient light 
bulbs), plastic bags (most grocery stores also accept plastic bags),  
Packing peanuts often can be taken to pack & ship locations such as Pak Mail.  Please be sure that 
they are clean, they will discard if other waste is included in the bag or box.  This is just another way 
to recycle.

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The following items must be taken to the landfill or call for pick -up:  
E-Waste (must be taken to landfill or schedule a pick up) - The following is a list of common E -Waste 
items: Televisions, Computers, Printers, Fluorescent light bulbs, Curly light bulbs (they contain MERCURY), 
Copiers, Fax machines, VCRs, Stereo equipment (You can take ink cartridges to Staples for recycling and 
receive $2 per ink cartridge)  ~  Call (772) 595-9390 for more information.  
Waste Pro for questions or containers is located at:  6120 Glades Cutoff Road, Ft. Pierce.  You may call them 
at  (772) 462-1768 for hours and for information about what will be accepted.  I have just been informed by 
Waste Pro that on October 1st they will be holding a delivery of ALL HAZARDOUS WASTE (oil, paint,  
computers, etc.) on Thornhill.  You can call them at 595-9390 for exact time and ALL items you may take. 
  
REGULAR TRASH DAY (Wednesday & Saturday)  
All garbage must be placed in a trash can, if you place your plastic bags out the night before many animals 
tear them open; they not only make a terrible mess but also can create dangerous situations for you and your 
neighborsô pets.   
 
MONDAY is ñGreen Dayò to dispose of yard waste. Items may not be placed at the street until Sunday  
evening.  I personally store trimming during the week in paper lawn bags or large plastic tub in my ga-
rage.  You can buy the bags at Sears, Loweôs, Home Depot; they are affordable and hold a great deal of trim-
mings.  If you have larger limbs you must store them along your home until Sunday night.   You are responsi-
ble for  
removal of limbs which may fall during the week from trees planted between your street and sidewalk.  Native 
landscaping is not responsible for their removal. NEVER place trimmings in plastic bags; they can not be  
recycled with lawn trimmings.  A sub-contractor is hired to remove plastics from yard waste.  WE pay to have 
this contractor hired through our property taxes. The best way to discard of small yard waste is to place them 
in paper bags, (see Sears, Loweôs to purchase large recycling bags.  I use an old large plastic storage tub and 
they always empty it for me to reuse.  Waste Pro suggests that you can place items in your garbage cans and 
they will empty them, THEY WILL NOT TAKE THEM!  Monday mornings starting at 7:00 A.M.  
    
Yard waste cannot be put out at the curb site before Sunday afternoon.   

 

If you have items that are in good condition, but you do not want them anymore please consider  
donating the items (household items) many charities will pick up the items from your home.   There are 
many less fortune people that these charities help.

I would personally pick up clothing, ESPECIALLY CHILDRENôS CLOTHING just email me at:   
AMERICAHELP1@ATT.NET.  Please be sure items are in good condition.  I then sort them and donate 
to the appropriate charity.  You are entitled to a form listing your donations which are tax deductible.   I 
will secure this charitable form for you after I deliver the items to the appropriate charity.  Remember 
that this is tax deductible, but IRS guidelines only allow a percentage of the actual new values on the 
times.  You may list the items with Replacement Cost and a true Actual Cash Value on your list.   
 
Lake Charles and Waste Pro rules and regulations forbid hiring a contractor or handyman to trim your trees 
without removing the debris.  Allowing their work to be placed for pick-up is a violation of our bi-laws and  
subject to fines by Lake Charles.  In addition your property taxes could increase due to Waste Pro removing 
contractor trimming. 
These are the rules, everyone must follow them regarding yard waste.  Recycling is YOUR choice, but I hope 
we all do the right thing. 
 
Thank you so very much, letôs make Lake Charles the example of proper recycling, giving back to the  
community.  If we all work together, we can be the best!

ENOUGH RAIN FALL TO ALLOW MOST OF THE TURF AREAS TO RECOVER. UNFORTUNATELY 

WITH THE RAIN & HIGH HUMIDITY ALSO COMES THE INSECTS. THESE INSECTS ARE AT-

TRACTED TO THE STRESSED TURF AREAS THAT ARE STILL TRYING TO RECOVER. ALSO ADD-

ING TO THE PROBLEM ARE THE HOMES THAT SIT VACANT, FOR ONE REASON OR ANOTHER, 

WITH NO IRRIGATION TO KEEP THE TURF AT A REASONABLE QUALITY EVEN DURING 

DROUGHT CONDITIONS. IN RETURN OUR MOWERS WILL TRANSPORT & RELOCATE THESE IN-

SECTS INTO GOOD TURF AREAS SPREADING THEM AROUND THE PROPERTY. WITH THAT SAID 

HOME OWNERS SHOULD PAY SPECIAL ATTENTION TO THEIR IRRIGATION SYSTEM TO ASSURE 

PROPER WATERING PROCEDURES, ESPECIALLY IN DROUGHT CONDITIONS. WE HAVE A LIST 

OF AT LEAST 300 HOMES IN YOUR COMMUNITY THAT HAVE HAD A SERIOUS PROBLEM WITH 

THEIR IRRIGATION DURING THESE CONDITIONS RESULTING IN, WHAT YOU SEE AT THE PRE-

SENT TIME, DEAD SPOTS IN THE TURF THROUGHOUT THE COMMUNITY. WE WILL BE FERTILIZ-

ING ALL TURF AREAS AGAIN DURING THE MONTHS OF SEPTEMBER & OCTOBER. THIS WILL 

SPEED UP THE RECOVERY. PLEASE FEEL FREE TO CONTACT NATIVE CONTROL FOR ANY QUES-

TIONS OR CONCERNS THROUGH THE WORK ORDER SYSTEM LOCATED IN YOUR CLUB HOUSE.
